The Customer
Weslo Housing Management is a social housing landlo rd, maintaining a stock of over 2000 properties in
West Lothian. Central Peripherals were approached t o provide a stock inventory system for the stores
area to record the movement of materials used in ho using repairs.

The Challenge

As Douglas Drummond, Financial Services Director at Weslo, explains:

“Prior to the introduction of the bar-coding system there was no on going recording of stock balances or items out
on vans with individual tradesmen. The twice yearly physical stock take was the only time all parts an d components
were counted and prices checked for valuation and d iscrepancies. Reorder levels were not formally set.

The challenge was to automate these manual processe s to provide real-time stock information electronica lly.

The Solution

The solution uses Symbol mobile computers to commun icate via a Symbol wireless network to a central da tabase
meaning stock movements can be recorded in real tim e. Central Peripherals Warehouse Organiser software was
modified to Weslo’s specific requirements. Workers now use mobile computers to record the stock they t ransfer to
and from their vans as well as the stock used onjo  bs. Goods received into stores and returned from th em are also
recorded electronically. Software reporting facilities a llow staff to view stock levels, the value of stock i n the store
and any items requiring reordering. Stock takes are carried out using the mobile computers and a recon ciliation
report can be produced to highlight any stock discr epancies.

Douglas explains “It's significantly improved infor mation and control. Balances and values held in the main depot
and individual vans are known at any time as well a s the amount of materials drawn and used by individ ual trades-
men. The level of stock holdings for individual tra ~ desmen is agreed and monitored“. Having real-time s tock informa-
tion has also meant that “when the physical stock t ake is carried out, we now have a system generated total as a

comparison figure. Individual variances from the sy stem figure are then investigated”. Reordering is m uch less com-
plex as the foreman is automatically advised when r eorder levels are reached”

When asked what savings a bar-coding system has bro ught them, Douglas felt that “The introduction of t he bar-
coding system was more about improving the quality of information and introducing controls and an audi t trail for
materials from the entry to the stores to allocatio n.”
